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(CEPA) between the United Arab Emirates and the

Policy details:

Further to the Customs Policy No. 54/2022 dated
19/05/2022 on the conditions and regulations of
implementation of the Comprehensive Economic
Partnership Agreement (CEPA) between the United Arab
Emirates and the Republic of India, and pursuant with the
provisions of paragraph 2 of Article (3) of the Customs
Policy no (56/2023) issued on 24/05/2023 for the
purpose of completing the application of tariff concessions
schedule to the Agreement;

The following has been decided:

Article (1)

Customs tariff applied on imported goods originating from
India when exported directly to the UAE shall be in
accordance with the Categories listed in Annex (B/2) of
the Agreement for (2024-2025) from 1/5/2024 to
30/4/2025, as follows:

a. Customs duties on products listed in Category (A) shall
continue to be eliminated.

b. Customs duties on products listed in Category (C) shall
be levied at 2% of the goods value.

c. Customs duties on products listed in Category (E) shall
be levied at 3.5% of the goods value.

d. Customs duties on products listed in Category (TR) shall
be levied in accordance with Annex (B/2).

e. Products listed in Category (F) shall continue to be

subject to applicable Customs tariffs.
